· Create a travel guide that focuses and revolves around an El Paso person, place, or event.
· Based on your topic, incorporate the four elements of the historical framework.  (IDEAS AND VALUES, SOCIAL ISSUES, GEOGRAPHICAL INFLUENCES, and CULTURAL ISSUES)

· Your travel guide should also include the themes we have been discussing in 7th grade.  (FRONTIERS, ODYSSEY, SYSTEMS, and DIVERSITY)

Requirements:

· A title page, table of contents page, and an annotated bibliography in MLA style must be included.  

· Archival photographs must be included in your travel guide.  These should be cited and two may be counted toward your number of resources.    

· 20 resources, minimum (Travel Guide: 5 non-print and 5 print; Product: 5 non-print and 5 print)
· 2 Sources:  pamphlets, brochures, maps, notes, etc. from your visit to your primary location.  I need to visit______________________________________________.
· 4 Sources:  books

· 2  Sources:  a personal interview (conducted either in person or over the phone)
· 4 Sources:  primary sources (newspaper articles, diaries, letters, etc.)

· The rest of the sources are at your discretion, but you may use no more than 8 internet sources. (Acceptable sources limited to .edu, .gov, and .org.  Wikipedia sources will not be accepted). 
· Your final travel guide may be in the form of a book, a website, a mural, a quilt, or a tabletop museum display, etc.
· The Travel Guide is due March 25, 2014. The final due date for your project (Binder and Process Paper) is May 9, 2014.   The Hometown Frontiers District Product Fair will take place at Bowie High School on May 17, 2014. 
Hints:
· Use travel guides (Fodor’s, Frommer’s, etc.) and Your Travel Guide to America’s Old West (Markel) as your models.  

· Your notes over your sources will be in the “window” format.  
· There should be trivia insets sprinkled throughout the product.  This is a great way to include those wacky facts that you can’t fit in anywhere else and you are unwilling to sacrifice.
